Directions Natural Burial Ground

A. From the West (e.g. Amesbury/Exeter):

*  Take A303 eastbound. Exit onto A338 signposted Cholderton.

* Atend of slip road, turn right towards Cholderton. Go under A303.

* At first roundabout, take 3" exit signposted A303 Exeter.

* Do not go onto A303. Instead, take first left signposted “Michael’s Wood, Natural Burial Ground”.
*  Follow road to the end, past “Country Leisure” then turn left up the track.

*  Michael’s Wood is at the top to the right.

B. From the East (e.g. Andover/London):

*  Take A303 westbound. Exit onto A338 signposted Cholderton.

* Immediately take 15t right turn signposted “Country Leisure” and “Michael’s Wood, Natural Burial Ground”.
*  Follow road to the end, past “Country Leisure” then turn left up the track.

*  Michael’s Wood is at the top to the right.

C. From the North (e.g. Tidworth/Malborough):

*  Take A338 south towards Salisbury/Cholderton.

*  After Shipton Bellinger continue towards Cholderton.

*  Before Cholderton, go under A303.

e At next roundabout, take 3 exit signposted A303 Exeter.

* Do not go onto A303. Instead, take first left signposted “Country Leisure” and “Michael’s Wood, Natural Burial Ground”.
*  Follow road to the end, past “Country Leisure” then turn left up the track.

*  Michael’s Wood is at the top to the right.

D. From the South (e.g. Cholderton/Salisbury):

*  Take A338 through Cholderton, past The Crown Inn and Cholderton Farm Shop, both on your right.

* At next roundabout, take 1st exit signposted A303 Exeter.

* Do not go onto A303. Instead, take first left signposted “Country Leisure” and “Michael’s Wood, Natural Burial Ground”.
*  Follow road to the end, past “Country Leisure” then turn left up the track.

*  Michael’s Wood is at the top to the right.
